A qualifier I have used often over 
the past 18 months, ófingers 
crossedô, the club is back to the 
new normal at the moment. We 
are still masked up, but bowls has 
resumed and trade is recovering. 
 

One thing that the club itself has 
introduced is that of swiping our 
membership cards on entry and 
display of identification for visitors. 
While this is currently not manda-
tory, it has been introduced to 
control a rash of patrons who wish 
to dispute Covid-19 directions.  
 

The main problem is that of wear-
ing masks. Some patrons refuse, 
point blank, to wear them, citing a 
medical exemption. Reception 
staff can request verification but 
unfortunately patrons are under no 
legal obligation to show it. The 
one tool that the club has is that if 
they are non-members or not a 
guest of a member, the club can 
refuse entry. As well, without re-
cording identification details, the 
club has absolutely no idea who 
and how many people are actually 
in the club. 
 

From 1 September, the Govern-
ment is trialling the removal of the 
distance qualification for óvisitorsô 
to the club. Currently, access to 
licensed clubs is restricted to 
members, reciprocal members, 
membersô guests or visitors resid-
ing greater than 15km from the 
club. The trial will reduce the 
15km to 0km. If signing in is not re
-established and the QR Code 
registration remains, this has the 
potential of blurring the line be-
tween pubs and clubs even fur-
ther. From a business perspective 
this is probably a bonus but what 
other ramifications there may be 
remain to be seen. 
 

The Board of Management is ex-

ploring a number of projects to im-
prove the club. The state of the cur-
rent office facilities and the clubôs 
aging cold room, both of which are 
essential for the administration and 
operation of the club, have long 
been a concern of the Board. 
 

To address these problems and to 
provide for future projects, plans 
have been drawn and cost esti-
mates are currently being devel-
oped for presentation to the mem-
bers at the upcoming AGM on Sun-
day, 3 October. The Board has de-
termined that the planned works 
could be undertaken in annual stag-
es with a budget of approximately 
$500,000-$600,000pa. 
 

The first stage, hoping to be under 
the $500,000 mark, will be to pro-
vide a new cold room and offices 
with minor changes to the bar. A 
considerable cost will be to replace 
a substantial part of the flooring in 
this area with a concrete base. How 
the existing cold room has not 
dropped through the current floor is 
a mystery to all those who been 
under the club. It is hoped that 
plans and costs will be available for 
members to peruse well before the 
AGM. 
 

Another project is to replace the 
existing concrete, underground, wa-
ter tanks adjacent to No 3 Green 
with new, polyethylene, above 
ground tanks. The existing tanks 
have been leaking for some time 
and it is only a matter of time before 
they completely break down. 
 

For those unaware, these tanks are 
critical to the irrigation of the 
greens. The mains water pressure 
is insufficient to operate the clubôs 
sprinkler system. The water tanks 
are filled by mains water, in gen-
eral, and then pumped from the 
tanks at a much high pressure. The 

club is exploring grant options 
to cover this cost, which will 
again be not insignificant. 
 

The other upcoming cost is that 
of a replacement courtesy bus 
which is now six years old. A 
meeting has been held with 
Coolum Surf Cub and good 
news for members is that they 
are keen to continue the shared 
bus service. 
 

This arrangement has proven 
very successful financially but 
has highlighted the borderline 
viability of the service, with 
each club not being able to jus-
tify the service in its own right. 
This clubôs costs for 2020-21 
was approximately $50,000 
which is much less than half the 
costs incurred before the asso-
ciation with the surf club. Vari-
ous bus options are being in-
vestigated so you will probably 
notice a change in vehicle in 
the next month or so. 
 

I must pay tribute to the Com-
mittee and management of 
Coolum Surf Club through its 
General Manager, Mal Wright, 
for making this relationship one 
of total cooperation.
